Syd recently took his scientists 
to the Royal Institution, as part 
of the Skilled For Life unit, where 
they have been studying theory 
and practice of Science in 
everyday life. During the trip we 
were all given PDA’s and 
headsets which guided us round 
the displays and the actual 
laboratory where Michael 
Faraday invented the first 
electric dynamo, motor and 
transformer. After the institution 
we walked through Saville Row, 
New Bond Street and Carnaby 
street before having a hot 
chocolate in an award winning 
cafe off Regent Street.

What a load of rubbish! 
From the past to the present and 
the future, the scientists also 
ventured to Grundon, the largest 
waste management company in 
the UK, to see how electricity 
can be generated from burning 
waste. We had an introductory 
video followed by  a tour of the 
plant. The students particularly 
liked the grab cranes which drop 
9 and a half tonnes of rubbish at 
a time into the incinerator (which 
burns at nearly 1000 degrees 
celcius) This creates steam to 
power the turbines which 
generates enough electricity to 
power every home in Slough. 
Nothing is wasted and the 
emissions are cleaned up to very 
strict standards. It was 
fascinating and we all got to 
wear hard hats and were given a 
goodie bag!

Science Museum 
Finally we also went to London 
to visit the Science Museum. On 
a lovely day we caught the train 
and stopped by the fountains in 
Hyde Park for lunch. We 
explored the incredible array of 
what the science museum has 
to offer, giving us insight into 
space exploration, the history of 
flight, gory waxworks showing 
the history of medicine and 
interactive tests to try and work 
out who we really are! The Green 
Room pupils were a credit to us 
and themselves.
